Week 6 Compare and identify differences 
between sentences on home and 
furniture.

Week 7 Translate sentence chunks into L1 and L2 
about people’s homes and furniture. 
Identify key parts of longer spoken and 
written texts and be able to use these to 
plan own work. 

Apply sound and spelling rules to 
transcribe sentences about homes and 
furniture. 
Write about a variety of people’s homes 
and furniture in L2. 

Week 8 Understand personal details 
(neighbourhood, home and furniture) 
from a spoken or written text. 

Speak and write about themselves and 
others giving details on neighbourhood, 
home and furniture.
